Felicity Wilson of Higgledy Piggledy Creations in Tasmania bas created this gorgeously colourful creature entirety from cloth. Use all your favourite colours and embellish her to your heart's content.
Griselda

MATERIALS

• 30cm (12in) white fabric for arms, legs, head and ears
• 20cm (8in) decorative fabric for body
• Polyester filling
• 10,3mm (1/8in) pipe cleaners
• 8 seed beads
• 4 beads for ring, car and navel embellishments
• Acrylic paints in hot pink, white, red and black
• Glitter spray
• Small turning tools
• Stuffing tools
• Fine-tipped permanent black marker
• Watercolour pencils for eye shadow
• Metallic pens: white plus colours for eyes and lips
• Metallic gold guipure lace for wrist, ring and navel embellishments
• Embroidery threads to match fabrics
• Small imitation leaves
• 20cm (8in) organza
• Tea-light candle and matches
• Crayola Portfolio water-soluble oil pastels
• Maxi-curl white hair
• Small amount pink glitter
• 2 cm (¾in) square styrofoam

• Small amount pink

• Clue
• Nail file
• Fray-stopping liquid
• Hair-dryer
• Water spray
• Tweezers or pliers
• General sewing requirements

Finished size: 28cm (11in) sitting.

TURNING TOOLS
It is essential to have the correct turning tools for Griselda as she has fine, elongated fingers and toes. But you can improvise a little, as Felicity does. She generally uses a hollow lollipop stick (lollipop's eaten of course!) to insert into the fingers. She then uses the end of a tail-comb to push in the top of the finger on the outside (wrong side), and then gently pushes the fabric through the lollipop stick.

PREPARATION

Please read the instructions prior to commencing this project. The templates do not include seam allowances and the pieces are stitched prior to cutting out. Set your sewing machine to a small stitch (1.5-2). Seam allowances are generally 5mm (¼in), but much finer on the fingers and toes.
TO MAKE THE DOLL

Body: Place the body template on the decorative fabric doubled with right sides together. Trace around the body, then stitch along the traced line, leaving an opening at the neck. Next, cut it out, leaving a seam allowance, and turn it right side out. Stuff it firmly using a stuffing tool, then stitch the opening closed.
Head: Place the head template on doubled white cotton fabric, trace around it and cut it out. Pin the darts, then stitch them, ensuring you have the seam on the outside (wrong side). With right sides facing, stitch the two sides together, leaving an opening where indicated for the neck. Turn it right side out and stuff the nose first, holding the stuffing in place with pins, then stuff the head firmly to make an oval shape.
Sculpting the face: Thread a needle with white cotton and insert it at the top of the head. Diagram 1 shows how the nose is sculpted, with just a few short stitches, each of which is about 2mm (1/16in) long. Stitch back and forth, pulling the thread firmly until the stitches hold the shape in place. Take the needle through the top of the head and fasten off.
Arms: Place the arm template on doubled white cotton fabric. Trace and sew two arms without leaving any openings. Take care to leave two stitches between each finger. Cut out the arms, leaving a seam allowance and making a small slash where indicated. Make sure you have a right and a left arm. Then, leaving the scantest seam, trim around the fingers carefully. Turn the fingers as described previously. Turn the whole arm through the slash, taking care when pushing the hand through that you don't 'pop' a fingertip back the other way.

Articulating the fingers: Trim the pipe cleaners to about double the length of each finger. Fold the length in half and insert it into the finger, with the folded end towards the tip. Stuff the hands and arms firmly, but remembering not to stuff the hands too tight or they will appear swollen and too rounded. Sew the slashes closed.
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Legs: Place the leg template on doubled white cotton fabric, then trace and sew two legs, taking care to leave the toe areas open where indicated.
Trim around the legs and make a slash where indicated, again making sure you have a pair. The slashes should be pointing upwards so the body will sit on top of them and cover them. To sew the toes, place the seam on the bottom and top of each foot together. Starting halfway along the foot piece, trace the toes onto the fabric as shown in diagram 2. Sew, trim and turn them in the same way as for the fingers. Articulate the toes also as for the fingers.
Ears: Place the pattern for the ears on the doubled white cotton fabric, then trace and sew them, leaving openings where indicated. Trim and turn them right sides out. Stuff them lightly, fold in the raw edges and stitch the seams closed. Sculpt the lines on the ears by machine or by hand, then ladder-stitch the ears to the sides of the head.
COLOURING THE HEAD.

ARMS AND LEGS

Now, let the fun begin. Spread out all the parts you have sewn, except for the body, on clean paper. Then spray one limb at a time lightly with water until it's evenly damp, making sure it reaches between the fingers and toes. With colours you've selected from your Portfolio crayons, apply light coats, rubbing and blending the shades together until you achieve the desired effect. Dry it the next limb.
A mix of greens and yellows gives a lovely, light effect on the arms and legs. You may choose to colour the hands and feet a different colour to add some drama. When colouring the face, remember to use a crayon for blusher, working a large circle on each cheek and blending the edges with the face colour to give a soft appearance. Add a dash of pink or other skin tone to the inner sculpting of the ears, while keeping the outer area colour-matched to the face.
ASSEMBLY

Push the head onto the body and ladder-stitch it in place. Place the arms in the required position on the doll and ladder-stitch them in place, remembering to face the slashes inwards and have one arm placed to hold out the apple as an offering. To make sure the doll will sit upright, pin the legs into position before ladder-stitching them in place.

CREATING THE FACE

Following diagram 3, draw in the eyes, lips and eyebrows lightly with a pencil, adding two small dots for nostrils with your fine-tipped black pen. Using white acrylic paint, fill in the eyes and, once dry, add the iris and colour it in with metallic pen. Next, using the black acrylic paint, add the pupils. Once all this is dry, dip the tip of a fine needle into the white paint and add a highlight to each pupil. With the white metallic marker, add highlights to the iris, giving the eyes more depth. On the inner eye, paint a tiny clot of reddish-pink.

Use the watercolour pencils in your chosen colour for eye shadow around the eyes. Blend the pencil lines with a dampened cotton bud to soften the look. Add eyelashes and arch above the eye with the fine-tipped black pen.
Colour the lips with your chosen metallic pen colour, and use the white metallic pen again to highlight the lip colour in places.
It helps to have the top lip darker than the bottom one. To finish, dampen the lip of a sharp brown watercolour pencil and add a beauty spot to the face, just under the eye or the mouth.

EMBELLISHMENTS
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Cut the organza into 2cm (¾iin) squares. Snip into each side of the squares and use pliers or tweezers to hold the squares above the tea-light candle flame until the edges curl.

Be careful as the fabric melts easily and drips when over-heated. Don't let the candle burn for too long and overheat or it will blacken the fabric. Blow out the candle, wait a few minutes and light it again. Layer the organza petals in twos and threes and sew them around Griselda's shoulders and waist, dipping them slightly in the front. Add an occasional leaf to the formations as desired.
Sew beads onto her ear lobes for earrings and use a matching bead for a finger ring. To make the band of the ring, use either gold or metallic gold guipure lace. Often these laces comprise circles and swirls and are wonderful to cut up for each individual component. Metallic gold thread is a good alternative. Attach another piece of guipure lace under the navel bead and fasten both with thread at the back of the body, pulling firmly to indent the navel. Cover the back thread by gluing a matching piece of lace over it.
Paint the fingernails and toenails with your chosen colour and add wrist adornments. Sew indents at the elbows, knees and ankles with the seed beads, placing a bead on either side of the joint.

Add hair to your liking. Use a nail file to shape the piece of styrofoam into an apple. Paint it with acrylic red paint and cover it with glue diluted with water. Cover the apple liberally with glitter, and push a small imitation leaf into the top. Glue the apple onto Griselda's outstretched hand and fingers, using pins to hold them in place until the glue dries. For the finishing touch, spray her lightly with glitter to add a little 'oomph' to the overall effect.

the Hippy

MATERIALS

• 50cm (½yd) lea-dyed homespun or calico
• 30cm (1/3yd) denim for the trousers

• 20cm (¼yd) patterned fabric for the top
• Ball of wool for the hair
• 1 m (11/8 yd) coloured fringe for the hem of trousers
• 1 gold earring
• 3 small lengths of 5-ply wool and crochet hook to crochet the bag, or 15cm (6in) fabric
• Assorted coloured beads for the necklace
• Strong thread to string beads
• 3 small bags of medium-size beads, beading wire and green parafilm to make beaded flowers
• Polyester filling
• 3 chenille sticks to wire fingers
• Pigma pens in brown, black, green, red and white
• Coloured pencils and blush
• Turning tools
• Stuffing fork
• Tapestry needle
• Doll needle
• Denial floss
• 2 small buttons for shoulder joints
• Quilting thread
• Doll stand

• 5mm (¼in) diameter polystyrene ball for breasts
• Pinking shears
• General sewing requirements

Finished size: 45cm (18in)

PREPARATION

Please read the instructions carefully before you begin. Note that some of the body pieces are templates and do not include a seam allowance. Templates are raced onto the wrong side of double fabric with a pencil, then they are stitched along the lines before cutting out. Leave openings where indicated and a 5mm (¼in) seam allowance when cutting out.

BODY

The body pieces are not templates. Cut out one body front and one body back. Trace the darts on the front of the body and stitch the darts. With right sides facing stitch the front and back body pieces together, leaving them open where indicated.
Using the turning tools, turn the body the right side out and stuff itfirmly. Make sure the neck and shoulders are very firm, then ladder-stitch the opening closed.
ARMS

Trace two arm templates on the wrong side of double fabric using a pencil. Before you start stitching, lower the stitch length to 1½, then stitch along the pencil lines, leaving openings where indicated. Take at least two or three stitches between the thumb and first finger of each hand. Cut out the arms leaving a 5mm (¼in) seam allowance and clip the seam allowance in the thumb area. Using the turning tools, turn the arms to the right side and stitch the fingers on the lines before you stuff the arms.

Stitching the fingers: Thread a hand-sewing needle with quilting thread without a knot in the end. Start at the top of the first finger with a locking stitch, then work your way down the first finger using a stabbing stitch. When you have reached the desired length, slide the needle up beside the stitches, coming out at the top of the finger. Reinsert the needle and slide it through to the top of the second finger, then do the same for next two fingers. When you have finished the fourth finger, tie off the thread and repeat the whole process for the other hand.

Needle-sculpting the
knuckles and wrists: Starting at the first finger and using a quilting thread, take a small stitch on the top of the hand. Go through to the back and take another small stitch, then slide the needle through to the base of the second finger. Repeat the process for the second, third and fourth fingers. Slide the needle through the fabric coming out at the wrist, take a small stitch, then tie off the thread.
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LEGS

Trace two leg templates on the wrong side of the double fabric with a pencil. Stitch along the pencil line, leaving an opening where indicated, then cut it out, leaving a 5mm (¼in) seam allowance. Join the seams at the toe and stitch in a slight arch to form the end of the foot. Stuff the leg firmly all the way up without over-stuffing the top of it, then ladder-stitch the opening closed. Make sure the feet and ankles are stuffed very firmly. Stitch the toes as for the fingers.

HEAD

Trace one head front and one head back template on the wrong side of double fabric using a pencil, then stitch the centre front and back seams on the pencil lines.

Note: As you stitch down the nose profile, place a small amount of stuffing under both pieces of fabric, directly on top-of the feed dogs, and stitch it’in place.

Cut out the head front and buck at a 5mm (¼in) seam allowance away from the unstitched pencil lines. Open out the head front and with right sides together, pin the front to the back, matching the seams at the top of the head. Stitch from one neck edge to the other, then using the turning tools, turn it through to the right side and stuff it firmly, making sure that the nose is very firm. When the head is completed, it should feel rather like a ripe peach.

BREASTS

Slice the polystyrene ball in half and cut out a circle of body fabric 1cm (3/8in) larger than each half. Run a gathering stitch around the outer edge of the fabric and place the half-ball in the centre rounded side down. Pull up the gathers lightly and end off the thread. Pin the breasts in place on the body and slip-stitch them in place.

ASSEMBLING THE DOLL

Attaching the head: Finger-press a small hem under on the neck edge of the head and make a well in the stuffing. Place the head on the neck stem and pin it, then ladder-stitch it to the body using quilting thread.

Attaching the arms: Cover the two buttons by cutting out a circle of the body fabric 5mm (¼in) larger than each and running a gathering stitch around the outer edge. Place the button in the centre, then pull up the gathers tightly and end off the thread.

Stitch a button at the top of each arm on the outer side. Then with the buttons on the outside, pin the arms to the body at the shoulders. Using a long doll needle threaded with dental floss, start on the inner side of one arm and come out through the arm and the button, then go back through the through the body.

Take the needle through the other arm and out through the button, then go back through the button, arm and body, and the first arm and the button. Repeat this process until the arms are secure, then end off the thread.

Attaching the legs: Pin the legs to the body at the hips, making sure the feet face forward. Using the dental floss and a hand-sewing needle and starting on the inner side of the leg, ladder-stitch around it. You may need to go around twice. When the leg is secure, end off the thread and repeal the process for the other leg.

needle sculpting

Thread the long doll needle with quilting thread and tie a knot in the end. Starting at the back of the head, make a couple of locking stitches, then bring the needle to the front of the head at one side of the nose bridge, at 1 (see diagram1). Change to a smaller hand-sewing needle, and insert the needle a couple of threads below the exit point. Take the needle through the nose to 2, scooping up some stuffing as you go. Take a small stitch as before, returning the needle to 1. Repeat a couple of times, pulling the thread to form the bridge of the nose. The thread should now hold by itself.

Take a small stitch inside the nose to exit at 3, make a small stitch and take the needle through the nose to exit at 4, then repeat as for the first step. Continue in this manner as you work your way clown the nose. There is no set number of stitches as you can make the nose as long as you wish.

To make the nostrils, insert the needle at 11 and exit at 12, take a small stitch and return to 11, pulling the thread. Repeat three or four times, then do the same on the other side. Rethread the doll needle and take the thread out the back of the head and end off.
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PAINTING THE FACE

Use paper reinforcing rings to help you find the correct position for the eyes (see diagram 2) and refer to the photographs as a guide. Draw around the inner circles of the reinforcing rings-these circles will become the irises. Remove the rings.

Use a pencil to draw the outline and crease of each eye, then go over the lines with a brown Pigma pen. Colour the irises in the desired colour, then draw in eyebrows with the brown Pigma pen. Thicken the top lid lines with black Pigma pen and draw in the pupils (see diagram 3). Colour the eyelids in the desired colour and add shading down the sides of the nose. Lightly blush the cheeks. Draw the mouth with red Pigma pen and colour in the top lip, but bottom just add strokes of colour  to the lip (see diagram 4). Add a red spot to represent a tear duct on the inner corner of each eye, then paint the whites with fabric paint and add sparkle if desired.
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HAIR

Cut a large pile of wool strands 40cm long. Thread one strand of wool in the tapestry needle and starting at the nape of the neck, take a small stitch, pull the wool halfway through and lie a knot. Work your way up the side of the face, across the forehead, down the other side and back to where you started. Keep going until the entire back of the head is covered with hair. This is a slow process hut worth doing. Cut the hair to the required length.

CLOTHING

Jeans: Cut two jeans fronts and two backs and with right sides together, stitch the side seams, then stitch the centre front seam. Measure your doll's waist and cut a length of elastic to size, then zigzag-stitch it to the waist. With right sides together, stitch the centre back and then the inside-leg seams, Turn up a small hem on the bottom of each leg and turn them right side nut. Place the jeans on the doll and hand-stitch the coloured fringe 4cm (1 ½in) above the hem.

Top: With right sides together, stitch the front to the back at the shoulder seams, then stitch the sleeves into the armholes and a small hem on the bottom of each sleeve. Stitch the front and back facing together at the shoulder seams with neck edge and stitch it. Then turn ihe facing to the inside and top stitch around the neck.

With right sides together, stitch the side and sleeve seams all in one, and the front seam to the opening. Turn the top through to the right side and cut around the hem with pinking shears.

ACCESSORIES

Bag: Crochet two 8cm (3 ¼in) granny squares, then crochet them together. Double-crochet a handle 20cm (8in) long and attach it to the top of the bag.

Alternatively, cut two 9cm (3 5/8in) fabric squares and with right sides together, stitch down one side, across the bottom and up the other side, leaving it open at the top. Turn over a small hem at the top and slip-stitch it in place. Cut a handle 22cm × 5cm (8 ½in × 2in), fold it in half lengthways the other end open. Turn the tube right side out and si-itch the handle to the sides of tin: bag.

Flowers: Assemble the medium beads, beading wire and parafilm, and cut the wire into 50cm (19¾in) lengths for each Rower. Thread eight beads onto the wire and twist it to form a petal, then do the same for the tree flowers altogether and Make a bunch of the flowers and twist the stems together, then place the bunch in Cinnamon's.
